Un appel initié par I’Ukraine Solidarity Campaign (UK).

Nous, socialistes, syndicalistes et activistes luttant pour les droits humains, la justice sociale et la
paix, nous sommes solidaires du peuple ukrainien contre 'impérialisme russe.

Le mouvement syndical international et les socialistes du monde entier doivent dénoncer et
s’opposer vigoureusement aux menaces de la Russie contre I'Ukraine.

Nous nous opposons au manceuvres irresponsables des grandes puissances et de I'OTAN se posant
en arbitres du destin de 1'Ukraine. Le déploiement croissant de I'OTAN dans d’autres pays de
I'Europe de 1'Est est motivé par la rivalité de 1'Occident avec la Russie, pour protéger leurs intéréts
économiques et influence, et non les besoins des Ukrainiens. Nous ne soutenons ni Washington ni
Moscou, parce qu’aucun des deux n’est digne de confiance.

Actuellement, c’est la Russie qui menace 1’autodétermination du peuple ukrainien et son droit
légitime a I'existence méme comme nation indépendante.

C’est la Russie qui a massé des troupes aux frontieres de 1'Ukraine ; qui a annexé la Crimée et
persécuté les Tatars de Crimée. C’est la Russie qui a organisé une guerre de huit ans dans l'est de
I'Ukraine qui a causé quatorze mille morts, trente mille blessés et un million neuf cent mille de
personnes déplacées rien que du coté ukrainien.

Asservie par les gouvernants russes, tsaristes et staliniens, I'Ukraine a été pendant des siecles
'objet d’exploitation et d’oppression nationale. Sa culture et sa langue furent discriminées. Des
millions de gens ont péri aux mains du Kremlin.

Le mouvement des travailleurs ne doit avoir rien en commun avec le chauvinisme russe. Le projet de
Poutine n’est pas de rendre 1'Ukraine plus démocratique, mais de la soumettre dans l'intérét des
oligarques, la classe sociale au pouvoir en Russie.

Sous-estimer une menace fasciste est dangereux, mais nous ne devrions pas non plus la surestimer.
Cela a conduit certains a accepter le faux « anti-fascisme » de Poutine, qui lui sert de camouflage,
pour justifier leur soutien a I'impérialisme russe. L’agression de cet oppresseur historique de
I'Ukraine a exacerbé la question nationale, enflammeé le nationalisme et des éléments d’extréme
droite. Mais seuls les Ukrainiens eux-mémes peuvent défaire la petite extréme droite, et non une
invasion russe.

Nous saluons les courageux internationalistes en Russie qui protestent contre la politique guerriere
de Poutine, et nous exigeons la libération des prisonniers politiques russes.
