Committed to forging intra-left unity while also determined to explore new paths, we seek to build a
new kind of party—one that is cognizant of the accomplishments of existing organizations but one
that is also unafraid to experiment and try new or different ways of achieving our objectives.

Knowing that you share our overall objective of building a better society, we would like to invite you
to join us in a small gathering and celebration so we can tell you more about us and begin to talk
with you about how we can work together to pursue our common goals. The celebration will be on
January 27, 4:00-7:00 PM, at the UP Balay Kalinaw, but you can also join us via Zoom.

Please let us know if you have any questions about us—we are more than happy to talk to you about
our vision, plans, and activities. And please confirm if you will be able to join us whether face-to-face
or online by responding to this letter by January 6, 2024. Your presence will mean a lot to us.

Any amount
or any form of support will go a long way as we try to build our foundations and begin to work to
pursue our goals.
